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Troubleshooting

2) Lift slows or stops operating
     A) Replace batteries
     B) Check to be sure nothing is causing the spring to bind.

3) Lift spring make a loud squeaking noise as it rotates
     A) Lightly lubricate the lift spring with WD-40 (Do not use a   
  petroleum based lubricant)

4) Train doesn’t engage the lift spring
     A) Remove the train, turn it over, and look at the "chaindogs"  
  on the underside of the cars (see page 09) Take a   
  small screwdriver and pry up slightly on the flexible   
  end of the chaindog. This may need to be done periodically  
  as the chaindogs wear or collapse from use.

5) Train doesn’t complete the first turn after disengaging from the lift.
     A) Lubricate the train wheels with silicone spray.
     B) Lubricate the track rails with silicone spray.
     C) Lower the turn slightly on the support tubes. Do not lower 
   on the first support at the top of the lift, but on the   
  second support (middle of the turn) and last support  
  (before the first drop). This will allow the train to roll   
  downhill slightly as it leaves the lift.

6) Shoulder harnesses raise, but bind up when closing.
     A) Manually move each shoulder harness with your fingers.  
  The harnesses should pivot smoothly. If there is   
  binding, a small amount of material may need to be  
  removed from one of the the headrests to free up   
  movement. Carefully sand or cut material away with  
  a hobby knife until they rotate freely.
 B) Additionally, some material may need to be removed from the  
  top of the ‘pin’(contacting surface) on the short post. 
     C) Be sure the long posts are installed as the train enters   
  the station (open) and the short posts contact the   
  train as it departs (close).

7) Shoulder harnesses do not raise when train enters station.
 A) Squeeze the long posts together so that they bend slightly  
  towards each other. Be careful not to squeeze hard   
  enough to break the posts or keep the train from moving 
  through the station.

8) Train comes into the station too fast
     A) Gently bend the flexible plastic "brakes" to provide more  
  resitance at the entrance to the station.
     B) Bend the chaindogs down to create more resistance. (see #4) 
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
